course do and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame,
or torment or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of
such a student;

any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular
academic activity of any student;

exploiting the services of a student for completing the academic tasks assigned
to an individual or a group of students;

any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a student by

(wrongdoing).

Coming late to the lectures will not be allowed unless some unavoidable situation arise.
Students should produce the identity card issued by the College. It is compulsory for all
the students to wear the identity card failing which a fine would be imposed.
